Evaluation of proposed project outcome is essential.  Proposed budgets for the grant should demonstrate an exceptional cost-result ratio. The deadline for applications is May 1, 2006.

Applications will be read and awarded by a team from the Carson J Spencer Foundation Board of Directors.  If the selection committee chooses to recommend changes or amendments, the teams will be given an opportunity to do so.
